From Australia to Zambia, Google 
offers local search engines in more than 
160 countries. 

Each of these Web sites uses its own 
country code top-level domain (ccTLD) 
as shown here. 

Each ccTLD is aligned roughly over the 
country or territory it represents and is 

sized relative to the population of the 
country or territory, with the exception of 
China and India, which were reduced by 
30% to accomodate the layout. 

For the United States, Google redirects 
traffic from the .us ccTLD to .com. 

While no other company hosts Web sites 
across so many different ccTLDs, Google 

still has plenty of room to grow; there 
are more than 250 ccTLDs currently 
available.
